Pastor: How does the Lord’s work in creation manifest evidence of God and our call
to worship Him?

Answer: We must acknowledge the true worth and sovereignty of God the Father,
Son and Holy Spirit and him alone. We must not worship angels, saints or any other
creature. Since human alienation from God, the only valid worship of him is through
the mediation of Jesus Christ.
